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Why We Deal With It, Or Drop It:
· Because GOD SAID SO.  

· It’s hurting US more than THEM. 

· Forgiveness doesn’t mean FORGETTING. 

· It makes our RELATIONSHIP with GOD better.


How to Deal With It:  
· It starts like a look IN THE MIRROR.  

· Focus on what was done FOR US, not TO US.  

· Give MERCY, not JUSTICE.
