Warming Up

1. This weekend Neil shared with us the Law of the First Step:  Sometimes God waits to act until we begin to move in faith.  Do you agree with this statement?  Why or why not?  If you agree, how have you seen this to be true in your spiritual journey?

Digging Deeper

2. What are some positive qualities in you that you can trace back to your parents?  What are some things about you that you don’t like…that may have come from your parents?  How can you overcome those things that are sinful or hurtful to you?  Discuss some “steps of faith” that you can take to break the chain of generational sin.  

3. Read Joshua 2.  What might have been Rahab’s thoughts about God and faith at this point?  
4. Having no prior reason to “trust”, why do you suppose she felt safe harboring spies when she could have been killed for it?  

5. Rahab is a prostitute.  She tells a lie in this story.  Yet, Hebrews 11 heralds her as a great woman of faith.  (Hebrews 11:31; James 2:25)  How can this be?  

6. What do Rahab’s actions reveal about her faith?  What were the steps she took?  How did God show his power in her life? 
7. Rahab’s actions spare her entire family.  What can you do to ensure that your family is spared from God’s wrath?  

8. Read Hebrews 11.  Look back at Chapter 10 vss. 35-39.  Do you see any connections?

9. Read vs. 1 and 6 again.  What do we learn about faith from these verses?

10.  In this chapter, what was the price for faith?  How did God move as a result of their faith? 

11. How does this passage encourage you in light of your own suffering?

12. Which character’s faith journey do you most identify with in this chapter?  Why?

13. What are some verbs that describe your present level of faith?  Why these?

14. How has your faith changed you?  How has it affected your family?  Your neighbors?  Your co-workers?

15. Read vs. 13-16 allowed.  What does this passage say to you?

16. Who are some contemporary heroes of faith who inspire you today?
